(Mk 2:10) 
 

Markôs Gospel, this Sunday, 
shows us the miracle of 
Christôs healing for those 
whoôs faith allow it to be ef-
fective. 

 
Godôs power in our lives can only be effective 
when we are open to Him. This requires a rela-
tionship of trust. Trust is not a commodity that we 
readily make available in these times of rising 
crime and the constant preying of opportunists on 
the innocent. 
 

*LENT BEGINS THIS WEDNESDAY (02/22/12).*   
 

Sin is the willful, intelligent, and freely chosen act 
of aggression or denial to love one another or 
oneôs self. It is a negative act. God is LOVE (truly 
positive) and whenever we do good or act in a 
loving wayé that power comes from God. 
 

In just the same way, when we abuse our Baptis-
mal nature and sin ï Our God has the power to 
FORGIVE just as quickly as it takes us to plead 
for His forgiveness. (The Sacrament of Recon-
ciliation is always necessary for Christ to forgive 
serious sins!) 
 

Christ made the Forgiveness of God available to 
us in the flesh. Therefore, to sin we need to act in 
the flesh and to be forgiven we need to act in the 
flesh. Forgiveness is physical! Just as sin is a vio-
lation of our physical world (created good by The 
Good God), Forgiveness is not a private matter of 
the mind (eg. To ask God to forgive in prayer, 
alone!) 
 

Let us reconcile our selves, our relationships, and 
our lives by making this Lent a way to repent of 
any wrongs we have done and to repair the dam-
age they have done to our world. FASTING, 
PRAYER, & ALMS are the ancient prescription 
from our scriptures.
