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Update on the Former Daycare/Rectory Building
May 30, 2018 — St. Gregory Daycare ceased operation

In June, the Parish was contacted by the Byzantine Monastery in St. Nazianz with an interest in leasing the building
to house a retired priest and other religious individuals and to have it available to them for visiting priests.

The building was not habitable in its present state. To make it habitable required installation of showers, a kitchen-
ette, doors, carpeting, new paint and other details. The costs for this renovation would have had a payback of two
years using the rent money received from the Monastery.

While the building was being evaluated for the renovation, numerous cracks were found in the basement walls and
floor. It was determined that the foundation on the north end of the building had sunk as much as three inches. This
was also very apparent when walking around on the upper floor.

Bids were received from three companies that specialize in foundation stabilization and repair. The average cost
for this repair was quoted at $30,000 but could increase if additional pier length is required to reach a solid sub-
strate. This discovery combined with a change to the original request for a lease by the monastery has brought all
work on the building to a halt.

The Parish and Finance Councils have considered options of what could be done with the building including sell as
is, repair and renovate, tear down, as well as moving the structure. All options have associated costs.

Going forward, we will have the building appraised and get costs for removal and/or demolition. The councils
agreed in August to not make a final decision until spring of 2019. Regardless of what is decided, no action for re-
moval or sale can take place without approval from the Diocese.

Cost Summary:
Repair and renovate:
$30,000 Foundation repair
$18,300 Renovation (does not include windows, some of which should be replaced)

Move upper floor and demolish basement:
Cost to be determined.

Demolish entire building:
Cost to be determined.

Appraised value:
To be determined.
