Year of Mary 
October 1, 2022 to December 8, 2023 

 
Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 
The Miraculous Medal is considered to be a 
sacramental.  In the Catechism of the Catho-

lic Church (par. #1678-ff), sacramentals are visible 
signs, either objects or actions, that dispose the faithful 
for receiving grace and render holy various occasions of 
daily life.  Examples of other sacramentals include bless-
ing oneself with holy water and blessed medals, crosses, 
and statues.  The Miraculous Medal, just like all the sac-
ramentals cannot be used in a superstitious way.  Rather, 
sacramentals are visible reminders of our salvation 
through Jesus Christ so they must be used with devotion 
and faith. 

The front of the Miraculous Medal depicts Mary 
as she appeared to St. Catherine Laboure.  Maryõs posi-
tion above the world indicates that she is the Queen of 
heaven and earth.  She fulfills the prophecy from Gene-
sis 3:15, òI will put enmity between you and the woman, 
and between your offspring and hers, he will strike at 
your head and you shall bruise his heal.ó  The womanõs 
victory (Maryõs victory) is shown in Revelation 12.  St. 
Catherine asked what the rays of light symbolized, and 
Mary responded that these were the graces that God 
was giving to the world through her intercession.  Not all 
the rays of light reached the world. According to Mary 
these were graces that God wished to give to the world, 
but the hearts of the faithful had grown too cold and too 
hard to ask for them. 

The back of the medal shows a Cross interwoven 
with the letter M.  M stands for the Holy Name of Mary, 
and being interwoven with the Cross, shows Maryõs close 
association with the redemptive death of her Son on the 
Cross.  This fulfills the prophecy that Simeon gave to 
Mary in the temple, òand behold, your heart too will be 
pierced by a swordó (Luke 2:35).  The two hearts repre-
sent the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the Immaculate 
Heart of Mary and show their great love for us.  The 
twelve stars have various meanings, they could represent 
the twelve stars that crown Maryõs head or even the 
twelve apostles gathered around Mary and Jesus.

Thoughts for Todayôs Readings 
 
To the Point:  This scene from Lukeôs gospel has mul-
tiple stories and journeys taking place.  The soldiers 
next to the three crosses are making fun of Jesus.  By 

dehumanizing the people they are executing, the Roman soldiers 
are able to justify their actions.  Sneering and jeering at Jesus are 
ways for the soldiers to signify that Jesus is ñotherò and worthy of 
being killed. 
 One of the criminals executed with Jesus joins in the op-
portunity to separate himself from Jesus, who is currently reviled by 
the crowd.  But the second criminal goes against all expectations.  
He not only defends Jesus, but places Jesus above himself by ask-
ing Jesus to remember him when Jesus enters his kingdom, show-
ing all those gathered that he believes Jesusô claims to be true and 
submits himself to Jesus in suppliance.  Jesus, of course, responds 
with mercy. 
 
To Experience:  The gospel gives a ñmicroò demonstration of Je-
susô position as King of the Universe, when a criminal condemned 
to die next to Jesus experiences a turn of heart and asks Jesus, 
while hanging on a cross next to him, to remember him in Jesusô 
kingdom.  The second reading gives us a ñmacroò version of his 
kingship, as Paul describes the varied and awesome ways in which 
Jesus is the ñfirstborn of all creation.ò  These two readings are 
paired to give us varied entries into this idea of Jesus as ruler of all 
that is and all that will be.  One is personal, and one is poetic. 
 
1. Do you feel you have more tendency to model the criminal ques-
tioning of the power of Jesus, or the one asking to be remem-
bered?  Why? 

2. Do you go ñrejoicingò to church, or is it more of a task?  How can 
you better orient your heart so that your work is more of a joy 
and less of an obligation? 

3. Which image from Paulôs letter to the Colossians stands out to 
you?  Why? 

4. Bring to mind the biggest struggle in your life right now.  How 
does it look when placed in the context of Jesus as King of the 
Universe, knowing Jesus holds power over all things?
