Thoughts for Today’s Readings 
 
To the Point:  The gospel whips us back in time: last 
week we had adult John preaching the coming of adult 
Jesus, and now we have fetal John recognizing embry-

onic Christ in joy.  When a woman is six months pregnant, it is not 
unusual for her to feel strong, leap-like movements from the child in 
her womb.  At the moment Mary greeted Elizabeth, something ordi-
nary turned extraordinary.  Something about John’s “leap” struck 
her not as random fetal movement but as joyful response to the 
presence of God.  Her life of prayer and discipline of faith allowed 
her to see the truth that God was present in what could have been 
a very ordinary moment.  When we cultivate our eyes of faith 
through prayer and gratitude practices, that very world is trans-
formed.  We become more able to see the truth that God is dwelling 
with us in our lives as they are. 
 
To Experience:  Elizabeth could have easily overlooked the sa-
credness of this gospel’s moment.  Women who are six months 
pregnant feel their babies move often, and she could have written 
off John’s leap of joy as ordinary fetal movement.  We, too, might 
easily overlook God’s movements in our lives; they often come to 
us disguised in the ordinary of our everyday work and relationships. 
 
1. How has this Advent season been for you?  Do you feel pre-

pared for Christ’s coming at Christmas?  How could you still 
prepare in these last few days of the season? 

2. Elizabeth recognizes something holy in what she could have 
experienced as ordinary fetal movement.  Where have you 
found God in the everyday experiences of your life?

As we approach the holy season of 
Christmas, our hearts are filled with joy 
at the promise of Emmanuel – “God with 
us.” This sacred time reminds us that 
hope was born in a humble manger, bring-
ing light to a world overshadowed by 

darkness. 
 
The birth of Christ is not just a historical event; it is 
a living reality that renews our hope each day. In a 
world often marked by challenges, uncertainties, and 
brokenness, Christmas calls us to lift our gaze to the 
God who came down to dwell among us. Jesus Christ 
is our ultimate hope, the one who makes all things new. 
 
This year, let us embrace the message of Christmas as 
a Year of Hope. His Holiness Pope Francis has an-
nounced Jubilee 2025 as the “Year of Hope”. The 
2025 Jubilee will be centered on the theme “Pilgrims 
of Hope.” His Holiness Pope Francis has beautifully 
expressed it in the following way: “We must fan the 
flame of hope that has been given us and help every-
one to gain new strength and certainty by looking to 
the future with an open spirit, a trusting heart and 
far-sighted vision.”  
 
The Jubilee begins on December 24, 2024, with the 
official opening of the Holy Door of Saint Peter’s Ba-
silica, and continues until January 6, 2026, the Feast 
Day of Epiphany, with the closing of the Holy Door. 
Hope inspires us to see beyond our struggles, trust in 
God’s providence, and actively work to bring His love 
to others. As the shepherds were filled with wonder 
and joy at the angel’s message, may we, too, carry this 
good news into our homes, neighborhoods, and the 
world in the coming years. 
 
Let this season be a time of renewal: 
 Renewing our faith by being Pilgrims of Hope and 

by spending time in prayer and adoration. 
 Renewing our relationships by offering forgiveness 

and love. 
 Renewing our commitment to serve the less fortu-

nate, following Christ’s example of humility. 
 
Together, as a parish family, let us light the way for 
others, showing them the hope that comes from know-
ing Jesus. May our hearts echo the song of the angels: 
“Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace to 
people of goodwill.”
