Thoughts for Todayôs Readings 
 
To the Point:  Many of us feel sympathy for the older 
brother when we read this story.  Most of us are not 
terrible sinners; we dutifully do most of what God asks, 

doing our best to shoulder the burdens of Christian life in hope that 
we might also experience the rewards it promises.  The idea that 
God would more joyfully celebrate and honor those who have not 
been so stalwart is hard to swallow.  But our ideas of Godôs love are 
always limited by our human experience.  God does not love us any 
less because of his great love for those who have repented; God 
simply loves fully and greatly for all of us to receive.  The older 
brother does not receive it in fullness, not because the father is 
stingy but because he is, being unable to understand that having a 
place in his fatherôs house is not a competitive game. 
 
To Experience:  Things do not go well for us when we try to com-
pare ourselves to others.  It is never a fulfilling game, and God 
makes clear that worldly signs of success are not signs of Godôs 
favor.  It is far more fruitful to strive to understand that we are jour-
neying to God together and that God wants to bless all of us with 
full and abundant life.

HUMILITY 101 
 

Every Lent we are encouraged to in-
crease our prayer life.  Devotionals like 

Stations of the Cross, Benediction, and the Rosary 
are wonderful ways for us to really build a better 
relationship with God through prayer.  I wonder, 
though, if we should also think more about our atti-
tude in prayer.   I am going to suggest that during 
this Lenten season we think about praying for hu-
mility.   
 
How many of us have people in our lives that annoy 
us? These people arenõt evil, or mean-spirited, but 
they are people that annoy us because of some of 
their little quirks.  I used to pray for these people 
all the time.   I would pray that they would change 
their ways and stop being jerks. Not exactly the 
attitude of one who believes in and follows Jesus 
Christ.  Jesus would like us to pray for those we 
have difficulties with, but we should be praying that 
we can love them and accept them for who they are, 
because they really are not evil.  Since I have shift-
ed my focus to asking for a change in my own heart, 
I have a lot more peace. Believe me it took me a 
long time to figure this out.  
 
Cardinal Rafael Merry del Val wrote the Litany of 
Humility and published it in 1880 under Pope Pius X. 
Due to space restrictions, here is part of the Lita-
ny:  
 

Jesus meek and humble of heart hear me. 

From the desire of being esteemed, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the desire of being loved, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the desire of being extolled, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the desire of being honored, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the desire of being praised, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the desire of being preferred, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the desire of being consulted, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the desire of being approved, Deliver me, Jesus.      

From fear of being humiliated, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the fear of being despised, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the fear of being rebuked, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the fear of being calumniated, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the fear of being forgotten, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the fear of being ridiculed, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the fear of being wronged, Deliver me, Jesus. 

From the fear of being suspected, Deliver me, Jesus.

After Masses March 29 & 30 and April 5 & 6, volunteers will be at 
the back each church with a printout of your current record.  You are 
asked to review it and make the changes.  New information will then 
be entered into the office database. 
 
Children may remain on the parentôs record until age 26 (per GB Dio-
cese guidelines).  At 26 years old, you are asked to register inde-

pendently.  If you have not previously registered, weôd love for you to 
become a register member.  Please take time to complete a parish-
ioner registration form.  Forms will be available from the volunteers. 
 
Each parish will have the print outs at their respective parishes.   
Please make time to provide us with the update.  All parishioners 
whose records are not updated at Mass will need to be contacted in 
another way.  Help us save time and extra steps.
