Thoughts for Todayôs Readings 
 
To the Point:  So much of our Easter gospels will be 
about seeing.  In this gospel, they only see hints of 
Jesusô restored life; they do not yet encounter the risen 

Christ.  Throughout the Easter season, Christ will reveal more and 
more, letting them see the truth o the resurrection and then prepar-
ing them for his ascension and the descent of the Holy Spirit at 
Pentecost.  All this seeing is important because these followers are 
to turn into witnesses, people who have seen something and testify 
to it so that others can benefit. 
 
1. What hints of Jesusô resurrection do you see in your own life?  
Where have you witnessed life and healing, and how do they 
speak to you of Godôs presence? 

2. Peter and ñthe other discipleò encounter the empty tomb to-
gether, and they rely on the word of Mary Magdalene.  What 
companions have been important on your own faith journey?  
Who helps you see and remember Jesus? 

3. How do you witness to what you know of Jesus?  Who in your 
life might need to hear his story?  Where could you bring 
someone some hope and joy this Easter season?

The spiritual journey continues. We never stop our 
journey in discovering Jesus and the mercy of God. 
The Lent and the Holy Week have helped us to have 
a wonderful spiritual journey for our personal re-
newal and transformation. Thank God! 
 
Holy Thursday reminds us of the institution of the 
Priesthood ð and the priesthood of all the baptized 
to serve the people of the world (Jesusõ washing 
the feet of the disciples). 
 
On Good Friday, the world saw a Savior crucified. 
But on Easter Sunday, the Church rejoices in the 
Savior glorified. The tomb is empty. Death has been 
defeated. Hope is alive. 
 
This is not just a historical event ð itõs a living reali-
ty. The resurrection of Jesus reminds us that no 
matter how dark the night, God always brings a new 
dawn. Whatever tombs we may feel trapped in ð 
grief, fear, failure, doubt ð the Risen Lord walks 
into them with His light and life. He is the Resur-
rection and the Life, and He offers that new life to 
each of us today. 
 
Easter is the heart of our faith. Without the resur-
rection, there is no Gospel, no Church, and no hope. 
But with it, everything changes. This is why we sing 
òAlleluia!ó not just today but throughout the season. 
The joy of Easter is too big for one day- it spills 
into fifty! 

 
Let this be a season of renewal  
for you and your family.  

Come back to the sacraments  
with hearts full of joy!  

Let Godõs mercy heal your wounds!  
Let His love fill your homes!  

And let the Risen Christ give you strength

 We will then proceed to St. Gregory Church as we say a sec-
ond Rosary, this time focusing on the Glorious Mysteries.  We will 
cross Church Street, then walk on the sidewalk, and steps to reach 
the Prayer Garden.  Going through the garden, we will then reach the 
main church doors and enter the church. 
 We are asking everyone to participate in the Pilgrimage, ask-
ing God to shower His blessings on us and renew our faith in this Year 
of Hope.  Let us bring our prayers to God through our Blessed Mother 
as we walk.
